	Coalition Updates – Around the Room 
	·  Drug Free Youth Coalition has submitted for a grant to use the media campaign “Don’t live in denial.”  They have been running ads at the Gloria Theather in Urbana during the holiday season (10 movies).  They are hoping to invest more money in ad space at Gloria, billboards, and social media.  Stacey Logwood also reported that they are submitting a grant for Collective Impact with the intention of using the money to buy equipment at the board office to host webinars and tech-savvy training activities.
· Suicide Prevention: Just recived $1,500 to focus on workplace gatekeep training, called “Working Minds,” a workplace-specific suicide prevention training targeted towards HR and management.

· Healthy Living: Tobacco cessation in Champaign has improved and more classes are being offered in January at Mercy Reach.  Many people are coming in for vaping cessation.  Dr. Ulla is holding a free clinic at the Champaign Health District.  The first clinic day will be 1/5/19.

· Early Childhood: Continuing work on ASQ-SE screenings.  Just received a grant from the mental health board for $5,000 to send people to be trained and purchase DECA kits.  Kits will recommend intervention in 1 of 7 domain areas to become more specific about what types of situations are causing the issue.  ASQSE data will be analyzed at the end of the year.

· Paul Waldsmith shared that on Wednesday 1/9/19 7:15am-9am, the YMCA will be hosting a community leader forum as part of their capital development and planning.  This event will be held at CRSI.
